Semester Two

Intro to Clinical Care Practice | 10-543-104
This clinical course is during the last five weeks of second semester and includes five clinical days, three
days on campus, and one day at the Health Education Center.

Semester Three

Clinical Care Across Lifespan | 10-543-107
This clinical course is during the first eleven weeks of third semester and includes mulfiple individualized
community clinical experiences, five days on campus, and two days af the Health Education Center.

Semester Four

Intro to Clinical Care Management | 10-543-108
This clinical course is during the last five weeks of fourth semester and includes four clinical days, three
days on campus, and one day at the Health Education Center.

Semester Six

Intermediate Clinical Practice | 10-543-116
This clinical course is during the last twelve weeks of sixth semester and includes nine clinical days, one
day on campus, and three days af the Health Education Center.

Semester Eight

Advanced Clinical Practice | 10-543-115
